Orinda voters approved by almost 72
percent Measure J, which increases

the existing parcel tax to continue fund-

ing for the Orinda Library. The total

“yes” vote was 2,500, while the “no”

vote was only 986, or 28.28 percent of
the 3,486 total votes cast. The yes votes
exceeded the two-thirds vote required
for a tax measure.
