An issue not on the agenda takes center stage at Town Council meeting

group of Moraga residents

allied on Wednesday, Feb-
ruary 13th at the Town Council
meeting to urge the Council to
have the Moraga Open Space
Parks and Recreation initiative
(also known as MOSPRO or the
Bruzzone initiative) placed on
the ballot in June. The Council
had not placed this topic on its
agenda for the evening.

Petitions for two very dif-
ferent open space initiatives have
recently been circulated in Mor-
aga. MOSO 2008, proposing to
freeze land for open space use
only, came first but was with-
drawn as the group decided to
rewrite part of it to address con-
cerns emanating from the Mor-
aga Country Club and St Mary’s
College. In the meantime, the
Bruzzone family, which owns
most of the land targeted by
MOSO 2008, proposed another
initiative that provides for devel-
opment possibilities, as well as
open space and monies for the
town.

The MOSPRO petition
garnered more than enough sig-

natures to be sent to the County
for verification. Once the County
verifies the signatures, the Town
Council can order staff to prepare
an impact report within 30 days.
Town Clerk Rhonda Basore said
the County had been busy with
the last election and was going to
begin certifying a sampling of
signatures before the end of this
week. The Council must issue
an Order by March 7 for the ini-
tiative to be placed on the June
ballot. The signatures would be
back in time for the February
27th regular Town Council meet-
ing, but that would leave very lit-
tle time to staff to write an impact
report, and no regular Council
meetings were scheduled be-
tween February 27th and March
7th.

“We want you to act now,”
speakers pleaded, “We want you
to be diligent, fair and consis-
tent.” The tone of the discussion
mounted as some members of
the public inferred that the Coun-
cil was purposefully delaying the
process. One gentleman threat-
ened the Council with a recall if

the initiative was not put on the
June ballot.

Dave Bruzzone reminded
the Council that he and his
lawyer had sent a letter that was
received by the Town on Febru-
ary 7th.

“Over the years we’ve worked
very well with them,” he says,
“and if there is a better way to
serve the Moraga population we
are certainly ready to discuss it.”
Joan Bruzzone confirmed
that her family “has had a very
friendly relationship for eons”
with McCaulou and that they “had
been in communication for sev-
eral years on this relocation.”
