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 Finally, make sure the lighting in 
the study room is bright and plentiful. 
It’s also helpful to try and create inspi-
ration with the imagery that surrounds 
your student.  What is currently on the 
walls?  Especially the wall across from 
where they sit at the desk.  Place an in-
spirational nature scene, a graphic of 
admirable people or a favorite subject 
of your student.  Students may think 
more expansively, artistically, and logi-
cally with all-important time to rest and 
daydream, too. Bring life into the space 
with a few oxygen producing green leafy 
plants, like jade or fi ddle palms, to stimu-

late the growth and development of your 
student in their studies this year.
 Th ere are plenty of reasons to think 
about making sure that your study area is 
compliant when it comes to feng shui. If 
the room is set up so the student is com-
fortable, supported and relaxed, it may 
have a surprising eff ect on the results. 
Applying some of these easy-to-do small 
adjustments will make a signifi cant im-
pact and help to create a more welcom-
ing study environment.  
Get back to the basics and have fun cre-
ating an inspiring, calming and healthy 
study space for your student.
