Early said it is his opinion as a
professional whose work is
conducted statewide, that
Contra Costa County has one
of the most advanced and so-
phisticated mechanisms to en-
sure transportation is regional
and crosses subareas and even
bordering county lines with-
out issues of imbalance.

Early highlighted key ac-
complishments of CCTA’s
Lamorinda Action Plan, such
as the Caldecott Tunnel 4th
Bore, the Lamorinda School
Bus Program, Canyon Road
Bridge improvements, resur-
facing and striping on Moraga
Way for vehicles and bicycles,
and Livable Moraga Way ini-
tiative. BART improvements,
additional electric vehicle
charging stations, and other
street maintenance performed
countywide have also con-
tributed to improvements re-
alized by residents of and visi-
tors to Lamorinda.

The draft report states
that during the current year
and in 2024, the focus will be
developing “big, bold ideas to
enhance Contra Costa’s trans-
portation network.” Among
those big ideas are developing
more countrywide multi-
modal transportation, reduc-
ing the number of solo-driver
vehicles on the roads, and us-
ing innovative technology and
integrated management sys-
tems to improve infrastruc-
ture and increase transporta-
tion safety.

The specific action plan
for Lamorinda presents up-to-
date transportation issue pro-
files, establishes quantitative
objectives, identifies signifi-
cant regional routes (SROs)
where service is shared with
other regions and may cross
into other county boundaries,
provides compliance metrics,
and expands goals such as eq-
uitable objectives for im-
provements related to climate
change, safety, technology, and
more. The plan was developed
by a range of entities that in-
clude the cities of Lafayette
and Orinda, the town of Mor-
aga, the Lamorinda Program
Management Committee
(LPMO), CCTA, Caltrans, BART
and other stakeholders, such
as Lamorinda Program Man-
agement Committee staff and
board, the Southwest Area
Transportation Committee
(SWAT), and members of the
public.

Early offered a stream-
lined review of a CCTA guide
(available online through links
to the meeting at the city’s
website) that covers in detail
the goals, actions, and objec-
tives for the action plan. He
said the process to formulate
the program was extensive,
beginning in 2021 and ongo-
ing. He noted the presentation
to the Lafayette city council
was unusual — no other update

forums to city councils in the
five action plan areas have
been conducted — and came in
response to a specific request
from council members.

Moving forward, Early
said next steps are indepen-
dent and require no action
from the council, but com-
ments and input are invited
and will be considered as the
CCTA reviews the draft and
moves to publication of the fi-
nal review document. A meet-
ing in April of this year will
move one step closer to formal
acceptance of the action plans
expected by late 2023 or early
2024.

Council questions in-
cluded specific language and
other details, such as the
draft’s definitions of down-
town areas in the cities and
town of Lamorinda and spe-
cific additions or changes to
the regional significance des-
ignations of streets included in
the program.

Public comments ad-
dressed gaps in the current
county bus service, concerns
about increased traffic volume
and congestion, the possibility
of shuttle-demand-based ser-
vices and apps, the basis for
the taxes that constitute Mea-
sure J, goals related to Califor-
nia’s ambitious target goals for
the electrification of vehicles,
the possibility of new school
car pool programs that link
with county buses, and broad-
based transportation safety is-
sues.

Wilson said the plan in-
cludes language about imple-
menting autonomous buses
and shuttles (not specific to
the question about schools,
but for the general public).
Kelly said any new technology
referenced in the draft is con-
stantly evolving, subject to
change, and nevertheless, will
remain a part of the goals and
objectives in the plan. Early
said reductions to bring safety
metrics down to zero are goals
made more complex by the
multiplicity of causes for traf-
fic accidents. Education pro-
grams and geometric im-
provements in dangerous ar-
eas are important actions the
plan continues to include, de-
spite the ambitious, zero-sum
benchmark.

After additional clarifica-
tion about how often the Ac-
tion Plan will be updated in
light of future housing devel-
opments and projected in-
creased traffic congestion, es-
pecially on Mt. Diablo Boule-
vard and Pleasant Hill Road
(the CCTA reviews and updates
action plans every five years),
the council will send to CCTA
their requests to reinsert aspi-
rational levels of service goals
for transportation corridors of
highest concern and other mi-
nor comments and suggestions
for consideration as the final
action plan moves to
completion.
